The spring show is tentatively scheduled for performance in the last week of April, 2008.

This is part of the show selection process. If a show is selected based on an Expression of Interest by an
individual, that individual will be given first right of refusal on the artistic team for the production. RCMPI
may, if it deems appropriate, select a different show and subsequently request applications from
interested individuals to be part of the artistic direction team for that production. It is hoped that this
process will allow for the greatest amount of flexibility and opportunity.

Please note that we are currently only considering options for our spring show and a request for interest
in our Fall Show production will be released in the coming months.
